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Love it or loathe it the run-up to Christmas for parents means having a lot on your plate (and we’re
not talking Christmas dinner).

Let’s keep it merry with six simple safety tips you can do that won’t add to the to-do list:

1. When you're Christmas shopping...

And hunting online for the best offers on toys and gifts, dangers to watch out for are:
e Easy-access button batteries — a swallowed battery can kill a child

. Super-strong magnets — they damage the belly if swallowed

e Long cords — that can cause strangulation

Bits that come off — that could be a choking hazard

2. When your decorations are going up...

Keep in mind fire risks. Look out for:
e Frayed or loose cords on the fairy lights
e Overloaded sockets or extensions

e Candles near the tree — real or fake they can burn
And don’t forget to test your smoke alarms

3. When you're visiting friends and family...

Remember they may not have things set up as safely as at home for your little ones. When you’re
bringing in the bags take a couple of minutes to

¢ move medicines or cleaning products out of reach (check the bedside table or by the loo)

. make sure any blind cords are out of reach.

4. When you're cooking at Christmas...

Watch out for burns
e Try to keep the kids out of the kitchen if you can and away from the cooker
Use the back rings of the cooker and turn pan handles in.

5. When you’re opening presents...

Spot any toys or light-up novelties that have easy-to-access button batteries and remove them
without the kids noticing! Look out for spare batteries in the box too.

6. When you’re eating and drinking at Christmas...

Put coasters in places out of reach of little hands so everyone knows to put their hot drinks down
there.

Think long not chunky and narrow not wide for food like pigs in blankets, vegetables and cheese.
Anything round needs cutting up.

them to the online world. Even for older children, a new device means new corners
of the digital landscape to explore — and, unfortunately, new risks to be aware of.

1 ALWAYS SET
» A PASSWORD %*

If your child' s new device has a password
protection feature, use it! It'll help to keep their
private information safe and will deny others
access to their devicewithoutpermission. Your
children’s passwords should be something
memorable to them ~but something which other
people can't guess (it's also a good ideafor
parents to write it down in case it gets forgottent).

KEEP NUMBERS "%
= AND DEVICES PRIVATE

Make sure your child understands that they
should never share their phone number with
someone they don‘t know or accept afriend
requestfrom them. They should also appreciate
thatit's a good ideato mainly keep their device
out of sight, never lend it to a stranger,and never
put it down somewherethat other people could
steal it or take it to use without asking.

EXPLAIN SECURE
» WIFI NETWORKS

" Your home WiFi is protected bya password thot
only your family knows, whereas public networks
(fike those found in coffee shops, for example) can
be accessed by anyone. It'simportant that your
child grasps this difference because,ifthey’re
using a portable device on an unsecured network,
then a hacker could access their personal
information without them even knowing.

TURN LOCATION
s SETTINGS OFF ,5._(x

It's safest to disable the device's location services
(if it's a portable device) so your child doesn’t
inadvertently make other people aware of where
they are. You can usually do this viathe device’s
privacy control settings. Turning loc ation settings
off not only means your child’s whereabouts car't
be tracked by others, it also significantly extends
battery life.

» ‘PARENTAL CONTROLS!

This really is an essential when your child getsa
new device, so they're protected from the outset.
Maost phones, tablets and consoles allow you to
customisetheir settings to determine which games
your child can play, how they can communicate
(and who with), what content they can access and
80 on. It will give you peace of mind that they can't
inadvertently do something they shouldn't

HAVE ‘THE MONEY
» CONVERSATION'

Before your children start using their new
device in earnest, talk to them about in-app
purchases and other ways that money
might be spent through their device. Once
they understand, you might wantto agree
on aspending limit and reassure them that
they can cometo you if they're uncertain, or
if they have made a purchase by accident

» SCREEN TIME

Using adevice for too long, especially just before
bed,can interfere with a child’s sleep qudlity and
reduce their concentration and overall
enthusiasm. it mightbe helpful to agree on
certain times of day when they don’t use their
device. Most devices’ settings let you specify a
screen~time limit, helping your child to stay fresh
and focused in order to perform well at school.

11 STAY AWARE OF

* THE SURROUNDINGS

It's quite common to see adults not lookingwhere
they’re going while engrossed in their phone.
Children are even more easily distracted. in some
cases, children have been hit bycars or cyclists
because they were staring at their device and lost
track of where they were. Remindyour child that
screens and walking don’t mix. ifthey need to use
their device, they should stopin asafe place first 1

One of the first things children wantto do withany
new device is play gomes and exploreapps. Before
they download anything or install a new console
game,check its age rating Many popular games and
apps have contentthat’s not suitable for younger
ages. The safest long-term solutionis to adjust the
device's settings so they can only download and use
games and apps appropriate for their age.

DISCOURAGE
» DEVICE DEPENDENCY X

Of course, children who've just got a new device will
naturally want to spend as much time onitas
possible.But whether they’re zapping bad guys,
watching videos or connecting with friends, it's easy
for them to get attached very quickly. Gently remind
them that having family time, going outdoors and
getting some exercise are still fun, too. And the
device will be there when they get back.

ONLY PAIR WITH KNOWN
» BLUETOOTH DEVICES

Your child may want to connect to another

device via Bluetooth, so they can listen to

music wirelessly or share pictures and videos

with nearby friends. But if they use Bluetooth

to link with adevice that they dom't know, ¥
they’re at risk of astranger being able to see f
their personal information or having )7
someone transmit avirus onto their device.

BE THERE IF THEY
*NEED TO TALK

Even when you‘ve made a device as secure as you
can, there’s still a possibility of your child seeing
something that bothers them, or someone they
don't know attempting to contact them. If this
happens, listen to their concerns, em pathise and
reassure them. Once they've explained what
happened, you can decide if you should take further
action like blocking or reporting another user.

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Helping Hands
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Domestic abuse is not always physical violence. It can also include:

e coercive control and ‘gaslighting’
® economic abuse

e online abuse

e threats and intimidation

e emotional abuse

e sexual abuse

Anyone can be a victim of domestic abuse, regardless of gender, age, ethnicity, religion, socio-economic status,
sexuality or background.

If you believe that you are a victim of domestic abuse, there are signs that you can look out for including:

e being withdrawn, or being isolated from your family and friends

e having bruises, burns or bite marks on you

e having your finances controlled, or not being given enough to buy food, medication or pay bills

e not being allowed to leave your house, or stopped from going to college or work

e having your internet or social media use monitored, or someone else reading your texts, emails or letters
® being repeatedly belittled, put down or told you are worthless

® being pressured into sex or sexual contact

o being told that abuse is your fault, or that you’re overreacting

Ask for ANI codeword

If you are experiencing domestic abuse and need
immediate help, ask for ANI (Action Needed Immediately)
in participating pharmacies and Jobcentres (Jobs and
Benefits Offices in Northern Ireland).

When you ask for ANI, you will be offered a private
space, provided with a phone and asked if you need
support from the police or other domestic abuse support
services.

Safe Spaces are also available in Boots, Morrisons, Superdrug
and Well pharmacies, TSB banks and independent pharmacies

across the UK.
