Step 4

As you will be aware, the Government have announced step 4 of the roadmap will commence from Monday 19th July. In
regards to schools, the DFE have stated to maintain the procedures and risk assessments in place for the remainder of
the term. In Buckinghamshire, as in other parts of the country, Covid infection rates are climbing steeply, especially
among younger people. As a result, we will not be making any changes ahead of the summer holidays in order to minimise
any disruptions fo the last few days and the beginning of the holidays.

We do ask that if your child is unwell and has any of the identified symptoms that you all book a PCR test. The latest
variant seems to have resulted in most positive cases reporting a severe headache more than a cough or temperature,

so this is just something to be aware of.

Throughout the Summer we will be monitoring the local climate and completing our next phase of risk assessments
ahead of September.

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Olympic athlete

Last week, the children were extremely fortunate to have a visit from an Olympic Athlete. Peter Bakare has represented his country in lots of
tournaments, but most famously he played Volleyball in the London 2012 Olympics.

To begin with, he put all the children through their paces with a fitness circuit. The children were able to cheer each other on and were very
tired by the end of it! Afterwards, all the children had a talk from Peter. He spoke to the children about how he became a professional basket-
ball and volleyball player. He was incredibly inspirational and told the children about all the set backs he had encountered through training, in-
cluding a broken foot, but that with determination and perseverance he knew he would be able o get to London 2012.

Peter began playing basketball at the age of 10. He lived in a deprived area close to where lots of Monks had arrived from America. The monks
were there to hand out food and to help support families. They set up homeless shelters and a concrete basketball courts for the children to
play. At the age of 18, his basketball coach asked him to train in volleyball. He explained how he wasn't very good at volleyball to start with and
he would often get frustrated at himself and he wanted to give up as people were laughing at him over all the mistakes he made. He repeated to
the children the words his coach had said to him at the time - "whenever you hear yourself saying I can't, say I can't do it yet!" The children
were so inspired by this and by the end of the talk we were all shouting "I can't do it yet!”

Afterwards the children were able o ask him lots of questions and he very kindly wrote all the children of Bierton School a signed inspiration
message to take home.
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Teaching Talons

Last week we were visited by the Dawn and Russ from Teaching Talons and they brought along some special visitors for the KS1 and Early Years
children. First of all we were introduced to some creatures who live on the forest floor. We met two very large cockroaches, a millipede and
some giant African Land Snails. Next, we met what looked like a white hedgehog but Dawn and Russ, the animal handlers, were very impressed
with how many children knew it was a Tenrek. The stars of the show were definitely Pigwidgeon, a Southern White Faced Owl and 2 Western
Hinge-back tortoises who made a ftour of the children, making sure that they got plenty of attention.

Throughout the visit we learned about what is happening to the rainforest and what we can do to make sure that we purchase things that are
from sustainable forests. Don't be surprised if your children are actively looking for the sustainable forest logos the next time you go shopping.
